Endowment Fund
What Is The Endowment Fund?
[image: ]Initiated by the West Side Moravian Church Council in 2003, “the purpose of the Fund is to enhance the mission outreach of West Side Moravian Church beyond the general operation of the congregation.”

How Does The Fund Grow?
Money is given to the Fund and invested through the Moravian Common Fund.  Once the fund has received gifts totaling $50,000.00, each year the interest income (limited to 5% of the principle with gains realized in excess of 5% being added to the principle of the account) will be distributed to various causes as recommended by the Endowment Committee and determined by the Joint Board.  The Fund will continue to receive gifts to increase the principal so that more income is available for distribution.  None of the principle may be spent.  

How May I Give To The Fund? 
You may give to the Fund through cash gifts, on a weekly, monthly, or annual basis, transfer of securities (stocks and bonds), wills, estate gifts, memorials, or by naming the church as a beneficiary to life insurance policies and annuities.  Any gift, large or small will help realize the purpose of the Fund.  All gifts are tax deductible to the extent allowable by law.  

How Will The Money Be Used?
Members of the Endowment Committee will research the needs and opportunities of the local church, the community in which our church ministers and the Moravian Church at large.  The money will be used for community service, outreach, and for providing for the wider mission of the Moravian Church in the U.S. and globally.  Each year, the Committee will seek to balance the needs and ministries with funds available.  None of the disbursements may go to support the local operating budget of the church.
